Baseline and Trend Data

What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 

	In order to assess Standard 2 (demonstrates understanding of movement concepts, principles, strategies and tactics as they apply to the learning and performance of physical activities), the results of the pre-test/post-test (i.e. school created assessment) and the ODE Physical Education observation of tactical concepts and performance principles in physical activities.  Trend data is not available for the 2013-2014 school year, but will be available in subsequent years.  Trend data will be based on the previous years post assessment.  Baseline will be established using school chosen pre-test.       


Student Population

Which students will be included in this SLO? Include course, grade level, and number of students.

	This SLO covers approximately 200, 7th grade students, in Physical Education class.  The 200 students are divided into classes with 8th graders, roughly 50-60 students per class total.  Approximately 40 students are on an IEP.  



Interval of Instruction

What is the duration of the course that the SLO will cover? Include beginning and end dates. 

	The SLO will cover the first semester of the 2014-2015 school year – from August 2014 to January 2015.  Each class meets every school day for one 42 minute period.  



Standards and Content

What content will the SLO target? To what related standards is the SLO aligned? 

	This assessment focuses on Standard 2 “demonstrates understanding of movement concepts, principles, strategies and tactics as they apply to the learning and performance of physical activities”.  This SLO aligns with OHIO PE standard 2A as articulated in the Ohio Academic Content Standards for Physical Education.  The target key concepts are achieving a higher level of understanding and application of tactics and skills ultimately leading to highly skilled performance.  Students will then know how, when and why to use these strategies and tactics within game play.

In Standard 2, grade band 6-8, Benchmark A, the student will achieve a high level of performance in tactics and skills.   


Assessment(s)

What assessment(s) will be used to measure student growth for this SLO? 
	The students will be assessed using a pre and post test (i.e. school created assessment) on the tactics and skills of the units covered in class.  

The following topics on the assessment include:  badminton, ultimate football, softball, volleyball, archery, basketball, hockey, tennis and the FITT principle.  

The students will disabilities wills how progress according to their IEP’s.  

Students pre-test score will allow us to make changes in our lesson plans to hit focal points for each unit.  



Growth Target(s)

Considering all available data and content requirements, what growth target(s) can students be expected to reach? 

	Students will increase their knowledge of PE and improve their skills in our various units related to Physical Education.  Growth will be measured by comparing the end of the semester assessment results to the pre-assessment results.  Our expectations are that 60% of our students will achieve an increase in their test score.  



Rationale for Growth Target(s)

What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction?

	We are using the assessment of this plan so that students can demonstrate growth in both their understanding of the content and their reasoning skills in Physical Education.  We are teaching students to look at their pre-test score and self-evaluate to increase their overall knowledge in each unit we teach. 
The school and district are focusing on higher level thinking across all content areas.  Since this SLO focuses on content and higher level thinking pertaining to our units we teach, it aligns with the broader school and district goals.
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
