	Baseline and Trend Data

	What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 

	Tactical understanding during game play is formally assessed as part of the Ohio Physical Education evaluation, a set of required physical education assessments that cover the twelve Ohio PE benchmarks for each of four grade bands (K-2, 3-5, 6-8, 9-12). Tactical understanding during game play is required for Standard 2, Benchmark A. Prior to entering Middle School students are assessed by their elementary physical education teacher in small-sided game play on their demonstrated understanding of positioning during game play and their appropriate selection of skills to use according to the context of game play. Students develop an understanding of positioning, perhaps because this is not limited by their technical ability. On the other hand, skill selection during game play (i.e. student's selection of a skill to use) was not as good, perhaps because skill selection by any one student is sometimes hindered by that same student's perception of whether or not he/she will be able to execute that skill. For example, a student who  doesn't feel confident in his or her shooting ability might instead choose to pass the ball when shooting would have been the more appropriate option. In the 6-8 grade band the focus of tactical understanding expands to include both offensive and defensive movement in invasion games, and also encompasses a greater depth of decision-making when in possession of the ball. Data is also collected as 6th and 7th graders for invasion games. The students continue to grow in their knowledge, transfer of knowledge (basketball invasion to floor hockey to soccer to lacrosse), application of these tactical strategies and usage of coordination between hand-eye-implement to foot-eye-implement coordination. 

	Student Population

	Which students will be included in this SLO?  Include course, grade level, and number of students.  

	Middle Schools Physical Education courses consist of 6th, 7th and 8th graders.  Depending on students scheduling permitting P.E., the class meets each year for 1 semester or 18 weeks.  Students with disabilities will be provided with instructional, assessment accommodations and modifications contained in their Individual Education Plans (IEPs).  I will be assessing all 8th graders in the fall semester 2013: 50 STUDENTS (girls=22 and boys= 28, 9 IEPs, 7 medical behavior, and 9 medical physical). Equipment modifications may be necessary to fulfill student’s needs. (Example: Foam ball may be used to slow the reaction time needed to strike the object. No guarding person with the ball to allow time to receive the ball and see an open player in a passing lane. Individuals may need one on one instruction to confirm clarification/ understanding of task (s). Additional time for evaluation/ instruction may occur if a student needs to see nurse for injury/preexisting medical condition or as stated in IEP). 



	Interval of Instruction

	What is the duration of the course that the SLO will cover? Include beginning and end dates.  

	This SLO will cover the 2013-2014 academic year. Students receive physical education instruction daily for two 9 week periods. Each class is 42 minutes in length: lesson is 30 minutes, including 6 minutes to change at the beginning and end of class. The SLO will cover both 9 week grading periods, with a pre-assessments conducted in the first day of the manipulative skill unit(s) and a post-assessment conducted in the last week of the manipulative skill unit(s). Instruction in the SLO content will be spread over the two 9 week periods, but will only cover half of this time (45 lessons) since other areas of content (e.g. fitness, adventure education, fitness, routines) will also be taught during this time.

	Standards and Content

	What content will the SLO target?  To what related standards is the SLO aligned? 

	The SLO is aligned to Ohio Physical Education standard 2, Benchmark A. Content of the SLO includes decision-making (i.e. choice of what to do when in possession of the ball), offensive movement, and defensive movement. This content is assessed by rubric during live invasion game, net game, and striking-fielding game performance.

	Assessment(s)

	What assessment(s) will be used to measure student growth for this SLO? 

	In each grade level, the assessment used will be a 9-level rubric based on the criteria stated in the Ohio Physical Education Evaluation for Standard 2, Benchmark A. The same rubric can be used for each game and a student's SLO score is the average of the three game scores. The students will be evaluated by the teacher in small sided games (6v6) over a two day period. The previous data collected in the 6th and 7th grade levels set a baseline for each individual and their level of growth. (example: 2012 6th &7th-  Poor: boys= 25% girls= 54%,  inconsistent: boys= 44% girls= 32%, and consistent: boys= 31% girls=14%)



	Growth Target(s)

	Considering all available data and content requirements, what growth target(s) can students be expected to reach? 

	In each grade level, a minimum growth target for each student over the course of the SLO timeframe would be one level on the rubric (e.g. a student scoring 6 on the pre-assessment would be expected to score 7 on the post-assessment.  Students may reach a 6 based on the developmentally appropriate level of tactical awareness and skills.   The Tactical Understanding SLO Rubric is developmentally appropriate for this age group. This will provide accelerated students to possibly achieve a 9 in post evaluation, even though developmentally this would be a high school level of complexity.

	Rational for Growth Target(s)

	What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction? 

	Targeting a minimum of just one rubric level of growth is appropriate given the limited amount of instructional time and the limited experience some students have with invasion, net, and/or striking-fielding game play. In particular, effective and consistent decision-making is contextual in nature and requires sophisticated understanding and the ability to make decisions quickly in game situations. Casual observation of students during game play suggests that many move quite well either offensively or defensively, but not often in both situations.  This suggests a limited, or at best situational, work ethic that will not lead to effective individual or team performance, and team performance is a particularly appropriate focus at the middle school level where students are learning how to function effectively as part of a larger group. Targets align with the end of the grade band and their growth will continue to be evaluated throughout their high school P.E. In the High School, the developemntally appropriateness will included consisitency and excel with consistency in offesnsive and defensive componets of an invasion game.  Students with an IEP, will state any modifications needed to the rubric for pre testing and post testing (example: use of modified equipment or no guarding of them to allow for skill control and see an open player moving into a passing lane). 


Standard 2A: Tactical Understanding SLO Rubric

This rubric addresses three components of tactical understanding during invasion, net, and striking-fielding game play. These three components are:

1. Decision-making when in possession of the ball.


In invasion games this involves selecting the appropriate tactical option from;

· Attacking and shooting where possible

· Passing to a teammate who can attack

· Playing a possession pass if a teammate is not in attacking position

· Dribble to reposition if passing options are not available

In net games this involves selecting the most appropriate skills to use depending on the game situation (forehand, backhand, volley, and smash).

In striking-fielding games this involves making correct decisions about where to try and hit the ball or which base to throw to when on defense.

2. Offensive movement to create and use space. 


In invasion games this involves consistency of offensive movement to spaces where passes can be received when teammates have the ball.

In net and striking-fielding games this involves use of appropriate footwork in order to position the body to execute skills.

3. Defensive movement to defend space. 



In invasion games this involves consistency of defensive movement to mark or guard opponents, to deny space and prevent opponents from attacking and scoring.



In net and striking-fielding games this involves use of appropriate footwork to cover defensive territory (covering space on one’s own side of the net or covering bases by appropriate fielding movement).
