Baseline and Trend Data
What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 
	No trend data is available since, this is a 1st year SLO. The underhand throwing and catching pre-assessment was administered during the second lesson of physical education class in August.  All students that had the appropriate shoes and were present in class were assessed.  The dribbling with hands and feet was administered the 4th lesson during early September and all students that had the appropriate shoes and were present in class were assessed.  The Ohio Department of Education created the assessment and grading rubric for the following grade band of K-2.
Specifically, students were assessed on Standard 1 Benchmark B focusing on underhand throwing, catching, and dribbling with hands and feet.  
Skill and Task:
Catching (with hands) – observe multiple repetitions of your students catching an underhand throw (from a partner or a teacher). The ball should be 4-6 inches in diameter. Have the thrower vary the distance and height of the throw. Note: The quality of the throw will affect the ability to catch, so while students can throw to each other (if they are able), it might be necessary for the teacher to do some throwing, too.

From these pre-assessments my student’s strength if I had to pick was throwing and weakness was dribbling with feet.  12 out of the 80 (15.%) students were already at a proficient level for throwing.   My student’s weakness is dribbling with feet all 80 students were at a limited level at the pre-assessment.  9 of my 80 (11.25%) students were catching at a proficient; 5 of my 80 (6.25%) students were dribbling with hands at a proficient level during the pre-assessment.  Zero of my students were advanced during the pre-assessment in any of the 4 gross-motor skills.

	Course is Physical Education, grade level is 2nd grade.  I have 6 second grade classes the class size ranges from 26-28 students per class.  It is important to note that two classes share the gym at a time so there are 52-56 students in the gym at a time and space, practice time, and activities are limited due to the safety of our students.  Students are required to have proper attire and shoes for their safety in order to participate.
Class 1 has 26 students consisting of 13 girls and 13 boys.  2 students are on an IEP. No subgroups are excluded. 
Class 2 has 26 students consisting of 12 girls and 14 boys.  1 student is on an IEP. No subgroups are excluded.
Class 3 has 28 students consisting of 15 girls and 13 boys.  3 students are on an IEP. No subgroups are excluded.

	This SLO addresses the Ohio Physical Education Academic Content Standards, specifically for the grade band K-2.  The standards that aligned with the SLO are Standard 1 Benchmark B which states that students will demonstrate competency in motor skills and movement patterns needed to perform a variety of physical activities.  Specifically we are focusing on the following skills/domains underhand throwing, catching, and dribbling with hands and feet.  
Based upon the ODE, distribution of the 2nd grade post-assessment breakdown should be approximately:  20% of students scoring a limited level, 60% of students scoring at a proficient level, and 20% at an advanced level.

	I will be using the Ohio Department of Education grade band K-2 Physical Education Assessments.  Specifically the grading performance and rubric for Standard 1 Benchmark B focusing on underhand throwing, catching, and dribbling with hands and feet.  
Skill and Task:
Catching (with hands) – observe multiple repetitions of your students catching an underhand throw (from a partner or a teacher). The ball should be 4-6 inches in diameter. Have the thrower vary the distance and height of the throw. Note: The quality of the throw will affect the ability to catch, so while students can throw to each other (if they are able), it might be necessary for the teacher to do some throwing, too.

Students will receive a score 0 (don’t identify the correct skill to perform), 1 (limited), 2 (proficient), or 3 (advanced) an average will be given to each student using the following below.
Students will be receiving 4 marks; 1 for catching, 1 for throwing, 1 for dribbling with hands and1 for dribbling with feet each of the marks are weighted the same.
The 4 skills will be weighted the same and are not combined.  We are looking at the skill growth in each assessment separately.

This assessment allows sufficient stretch because it is a K-2 grade band, but many of the students will be begin to combine these skills as need and in game like situations as it states in the 3-5 grade band.  Students are able to grow within each level.

Based on the pre-assessment that students performed in August and early September: These ODE assessments (throwing and catching) was given as a small group activity, dribbling with feet as ½ the class activity and dribbling with hands was a whole class activity.  Observations were made of the 4 gross motor skills.  Students receive a 0-Not performing proper skill, 1-limited level, 2-profcient level or 3- advanced level. 
Data per Student:

3 of the 80 students performed 3 out of the 4 gross-motor skills at a (proficent) level 2

5 of the 80 students performed 2 out of the 4 gross-motor skills at a (proficent) level 2

4 of the 80 students performed 1 out of the 4 gross-motor skills at a (proficent) level 2

68 of the 80 students performed 0 out of the 4  gross-motor skills at a (proficent) level 2

0 of the 80 students performed a gross-motor skill at an (advanced) level 3

 
For the purpose of scoring my SLO, I have set the following appropriate growth targets for my students based upon their overall pre-assessment scores:

5% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level (ex. pre test level 1, post test level 2) from their pre-test to their post-test scores in ALL 4 gross-motor skills.

75% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level from their pre-test to their post-test scores in 3 out of the 4 gross-motor skills.

15% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level from their pre-test to their post-test scores in 2 out of the 4 gross-motor skills.

5% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level from their pre-test to their post-test scores in 1 or 0 of the 4 gross-motor skills.

The assessments are developmentally appropriate based upon the ODE standards and assessments.  These tiered targets are appropriate so all students can show growth.

Rationale for Growth Target(s)
What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction?
	Based on my last year’s ODE data with 2nd grade the majority of my 2nd graders  started the year at a limited level when performing their gross-motor skills and by end the school year could perform their gross-motor skills at a proficient level. The pre-assessment noted that student’s strengths were throwing their weakness was dribbling with feet.  Students lacked foot eye coordination and practice opportunities allow for proficient dribbling with feet.  The students, who struggled with dribbling, could not dribble changing hands and/or feet, direction and speed while keeping control of their dribble.  Also getting the student’s eye up rather than looking at the ball was another weakness.  This SLO encourages students to build on their strengths and weaknesses by focusing on throwing, catching, and dribbling. 

The content for this class is based upon the districts physical education course of study which aligns with the Ohio Department of Education Physical Education Content Standards and Assessments.  Physical Education Teachers in our district grades K-12 have worked together to determine appropriate growth targets and rigor.  These growth targets will ensure that students are prepared for the 3-5 grade band assessments, where they start incorporating these skills into game situations.  

My students vary in prior knowledge, exposure, ability to practice outside of school and level of skill.  Based upon my pre-assessment data, I set my growth targets to ensure that all students will be able to reach or exceed proficiency by the time they leave 2nd Grade.  

From these pre-assessments my student’s strength if I had to pick was throwing and weakness was dribbling with feet.  12 out of the 80 (15.%) students were already at a proficient level for throwing.   My student’s weakness is dribbling with feet all 80 students were at a limited level at the pre-assessment.  9 of my 80 (11.25%) students were catching at a proficient; 5 of my 80 (6.25%) students were dribbling with hands at a proficient level during the pre-assessment.  Zero of my students were advanced during the pre-assessment in any of the 4 gross-motor skills.

Students need to have sufficient balance, strength, coordination, and endurance to perform these gross-motor skills at a minimum of a proficient level (level 2).  Based on my student needs I have determined the appropriate growth targets as below:

5% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level (ex. pre test level 1, post test level 2) from their pre-test to their post-test scores in ALL 4 gross-motor skills.

75% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level from their pre-test to their post-test scores in 3 out of the 4 gross-motor skills.

15% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level from their pre-test to their post-test scores in 2 out of the 4 gross-motor skills.

5% of my students will show growth by advancing atleast one level from their pre-test to their post-test scores in 1 or 0 of the 4 gross-motor skills.

By the end of 2nd Grade students should demonstrate proficiency on their gross-motor skills (level 2) so they can begin to combine these skills and movements with other skills, in game situations and with implements, which they will be assessed in (Standard 1, Benchmark A, grand band 3-5).
