Baseline and Trend Data

What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 
	The Physical Education Department does not have previous baseline measures. A 6 point check list will be used to establish a baseline.  The 6 point check list will focus on the benchmark indicators for Standard 1 - Benchmark B from the Ohio Department of Education Physical Education Academic Content Standards.
1. Overhand Throw

2. Catching a variety of objects

3. Striking an objectwith a short-handed implement

4. Kicking a ball to a target

5. Dribble and maintain control of a ball and/or a hockey puck

6. Roll a ball underhand to a target

A 3 point rubric scale will be used to assess the baseline data. The scale will consist of 3 levels: 

3 - Advanced

2 - Proficient

1 - Limited

Student Population

Which students will be included in this SLO? Include course, grade level, and number of students.
	The SLO covers ALL of the Grade 3 students in Physical Education class.  The 3rd grade students have Physical Education class two (2) times a week for 45 minutes each classtime for the entire academic school year. There are 108 boys and 86 girls in the 3rd grade class totaling 194 students in Grade 3. There are 19 students on IEP's and 3 on 504 Plans.  There are __  students that receive Adapted Physical Education, __ students that receive Occupational Therapy and __ students that receive Physical  Therapy.       



Interval of Instruction

What is the duration of the course that the SLO will cover? Include beginning and end dates. 
	The duration will cover the academic year 2013-14. The students come to Physical Education two (2) times a week for 45 minutes each classtime for the entire academic school year. Instruction will occur at the beginning of each classtime. The pre-assessment will be given early in the first quarter, a mid-year assessment will take place at the end of the 1st semester. The final assessment will take place toward the end of April so the data can be gathered by May 1st.



Standards and Content

What content will the SLO target? To what related standards is the SLO aligned? 

	The SLO aligns with the Ohio Department of Education 2012 Physical Education Academic Content Standards. The SLO focuses on Standard 1 - Benchmark B - Indicators #1-6.  Standard 1 states that a student will be able to demonstrates competency in motor skills and movement patterns needed to perform a variety of physical activities. Benchmark B states that a student will be able to apply the critical elements of fundamental manipulative skills in a variety of physical activities. 
The Benchmark Indicators are:

1. Throw overhand with force using appropriate critical elements (e.g., side to target, step with opposite foot, rotate trunk, bend elbow, extend and follow through). 

2. Catch a variety of objects in dynamic conditions using the critical elements (e.g., eyes on object, move into line, hands ready, hands catch, absorb force or “give”). 

3. Strike an object with a short-handled implement using the critical elements (e.g., sideways to target, eyes on object, bat or racket, back and up or down, step with opposite foot, trunk and hip rotation, swing through the ball). 

4. Kick a ball to a target using the critical elements (e.g., long stride to the ball, support foot next to the ball or toe to the target, contact the center of the ball or bottom if the goal is height, use the inside of the foot for accuracy or laces if the goal is power, follow through to the target). 

5. Dribble and maintain control while moving through space using the critical elements (e.g., hand dribble cues – use the finger pads, elbow extends and retracts, contact at waist level or below, eyes up). 

6. Roll a ball (one-handed underhand) to hit various targets using the critical elements (e.g., eyes on the target, arm back, step with opposition, release at front foot, roll through to target). 




Assessment(s)

What assessment(s) will be used to measure student growth for this SLO? 
	The assessments for Standard 1 - Benchmark B - Indicators #1-6 are based on a 3 point rubric scale. 

1. Throwing – observe multiple repetitions of your students throwing overhand (tennis ball size) at a target. This could be done as a class activity.
Level
              Criteria

Advanced
Demonstrates correct technique; the ball flies with sufficient force and accuracy to hit the target consistently.

Proficient
Demonstrates correct technique (side to target, step with opposite foot, trunk rotation, elbow bend, extension and follow through).

Limited
               Demonstrates incorrect overhand throwing technique.
2. Catching with an implement (e.g., glove or scoop) – observe multiple repetitions of your students catching a thrown ball (baseball or softball size) with an implement. This should be observed in both a game and a practice-type setting.

Level
              Criteria

Advanced
Consistently catches with correct technique in both practice and game settings.

Proficient
Catches with correct technique (eyes on the ball, moves into line with the ball, implement presented to the ball, force absorption) in a       practice setting.

Limited
               Demonstrates incorrect catching technique when using an implement.
3. Striking – observe multiple repetitions of your students striking a moving ball with an implement in practice and game-like situations (e.g., softball, floor hockey). It is quite possible for the teacher to have multiple practices/games in progress concurrently, the teacher observing and assessing over a broad field of vision.

Level
              Criteria

Advanced
Demonstrates correct striking technique with accuracy and control of force to be successful in game settings. 

Proficient
Demonstrates correct striking technique (eyes on the ball, bat or stick goes back, step into the swing, trunk rotation, follow through) with accuracy and control of force to be successful in practice settings.

Limited
               Demonstrates incorrect striking technique.
4. Receive/Dribble/Pass with the feet – observe multiple repetitions of your students in a soccer practice setting. This can be done in pairs with one student acting as the “feeder” who rolls the ball to the “performer.” The performer receives the ball with the foot, dribbles 20-30 feet to a designated line and then passes the ball to a target (about 10 feet wide) from a distance of 15-20 feet.

Level
              Criteria

Advanced
Demonstrates correct receiving technique, dribbles with speed and passes with power to the target.

Proficient
Demonstrates correct receiving, dribbling and passing technique (moves into line with the ball, uses the receiving foot to steer the ball in the required direction of dribble, keeps the ball close in the dribble, passes with the inside or laces of the foot to the target).

Limited
               Demonstrates incorrect receiving, dribbling and passing technique.
5. Punting – observe multiple repetitions of your students punting a soccer-sized ball or football to a target. This could be done as a class activity, but would necessitate sufficient indoor space or a suitable outdoor space.

Level
              Criteria

Advanced
Demonstrates correct technique; the ball flies upward at approximately a 45-degree angle and over a distance of 30 feet or greater.

Proficient
Demonstrates correct technique (holds the ball with two hands, takes a long stride, drops the ball onto the foot, points the toe, contacts the ball with the laces, follows through to the target).

Limited 
               Demonstrates incorrect punting technique.
6. Dribbling a basketball, hockey puck or ball – observe multiple repetitions of your students dribbling to avoid stationary objects in open space. This can probably be done as a class activity. Then observe them dribbling in game or game-like (competitive drill) situations.

Level
              Criteria

Advanced
Demonstrates correct technique and dribbles with control in game or game-like situations. 

Proficient
Demonstrates correct technique (use of appropriate surfaces, eyes up, ball/puck is kept under control) while avoiding stationary objects in practice situations.

Limited
               Demonstrates incorrect dribbling technique and inability to avoid stationary objects in practice situations.
A pre-assessment will take place at the beginning of the school year.  A mid-year assessment will take place at the end of the 1st semester. The final assessment will take place toward the end of April so the data can be gathered by May 1st.




Growth Target(s)

Considering all available data and content requirements, what growth target(s) can students be expected to reach? 

	After the results of the pre-assessment at the beginning of the year and at the end of the 1st semester have been documented, the teacher will conference with the student(s) to discuss areas of success and/or improvements.  It is the intent of this goal to show 'rigor' and 'growth' for each individual based on developmentally appropriate goals. 
The following rubric outlines the guidelines as provided by the Ohio Department of Education Academic Content Standards for Standard 1 - Benchmark - B:

3 - Advanced                    Average Score: 3.0 - 2.75

2 - Proficient                    Average Score: 2.74 - 1.75

1 - Limited                        Average Score: 1.74 - 0 

** As per the students' IEP, students with disabilities will receive modifications and/or accomodations accordingly. 

With no starting baseline data, we are hoping that 85% of Grade 3 students are proficient by the end of the year assessment.  




Rationale for Growth Target(s)
What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction?

	The tiered rubric helps to ensure that all students will be able to demonstrate developmentally appropriate growth.  Students who scored lower on the pre-assessment and mid-year assessment will be expected to demonstrate more growth in order to meet age-appropriate, developmental expectations. Through the pre-assessment and mid-year assessment, we are teaching and encouraging students to look at their baseline manipulative level and work smarter and harder to reach the higher level. 

I am using the assessment of this plan so that students can demonstrate growth in both their understanding of the manipulative skills and performing the manipulative skills.
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
