	Baseline and Trend Data

	What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 

	Manipulative skill execution is formally assessed as part of the Ohio Physical Educaiton evaluation, a set of required physical education assessments that cover the twelve Ohio PE benchmarks for each of four grade bands (K-2, 3-5, 6-8, 9-12). Manipulatvie skill assessment is required for Standard 1, Benchmark B. Prior to entering Middle School students are assessed by their elementary physical education teacher in isolated contexts on their ability to throw, catch, strike,  and kick. Students generally develop well in terms of their throwing and catching abilities, but not so well in terms of kicking and striking. In the 6-8 grade band the focus of manipulatvie skill performance shifts to execution during small sided game setting, with student skill execution  assessed in one game from each of the following three categories: i) Invasion games, ii) net/wall games, iii) striking/fielding games. Data is also collected as 6th and 7th graders for maipulative skill execution.  The students were preassessed  according to their ability to demonstrate skill execution and placed in pre control (16%), control (62%) , utilization (22%), and  proficiency (skills applied in game situations).

 The students continue to grow in their knowledge, transfer of knowledge, and application of these manipulative skills. 

	Student Population

	Which students will be included in this SLO?  Include course, grade level, and number of students.  

	Middle Schools Physical Education courses consist of 6th, 7th and 8th graders.  Depending on students scheduling permitting P.E., the class meets each year for 1 semester or 18 weeks.  Students with disabilities will be provided with instructional, assessment accommodations and modifications contained in their Individual Education Plans (IEPs).  I will be assessing all 8th graders in the fall semester 2013: 50 STUDENTS (girls=22 and boys= 28, 9 IEPs, 7 medical behavior, and 9 medical physical). No student sub groups were excluded from this SLO. Equipment modifications may be necessary to fulfill student’s needs. (Example: Foam ball may be used to slow the reaction time needed to strike the object. No guarding person with the ball to allow time to receive the ball and see an open player in a passing lane. Individuals may need one on one instruction to confirm clarification/ understanding of task (s). Additional time for evaluation/ instruction may occur if a student needs to see nurse for injury/preexisting medical condition or as stated in IEP). 



	Interval of Instruction

	What is the duration of the course that the SLO will cover? Include beginning and end dates.  

	This SLO will cover the 2013-2014 academic year. Students receive physical education instruction daily for two 9 week periods. Each class is 42 minutes in length: lesson is 30 minutes, including 6 minutes to change at the beginning and end of class. The SLO will cover both 9 week grading periods, with a pre-assessments conducted in the first day of the manipulative skill unit(s) and a post-assessment conducted in the last week of the manipulative skill unit(s). Instruction in the SLO content will be spread over the two 9 week periods, but will only cover half of this time (45 lessons) since other areas of content (e.g. fitness, adventure education, fitness, routines) will also be taught during this time.

	Standards and Content

	What content will the SLO target?  To what related standards is the SLO aligned? 

	The following manipulative skills will be assessed to determine achievement on the SLO: Standard 1, Benchmark B
Kicking - skill execution durding small sided soccer games with specific focus on passing accuracy.
Striking - skill execution during net and fielding games with specific focus on accuracy and consistency of striking in the game.

Throwing  and catching  during fielding games with focus on throwing accuracy and catching consistency.

	Assessment(s)

	What assessment(s) will be used to measure student growth for this SLO? 

	In each grade level, the assessment used will be a rubric based on Ratliffe's (1986) Generic Levels of Skill Proficiency. This rubric has four levels of skill proficiency, these being "Pre-control," "Control," Utilization," and Proficiency." Each level is further divided into two sub-levels with progressive criteria attached to each level. Therefore a student receives a score out of 8 for each skill and the SLO score is an average of the three scores. The students will be evaluated in small sided games (6v6) over a two day period.

	Growth Target(s)

	Considering all available data and content requirements, what growth target(s) can students be expected to reach? 

	In each grade level, a minimum attainment target for each student is the Utilization level with a rubric score of 5 (out of 8). Though the utilization is a goal for every student, an acceptable growth target for each student over the course of the SLO timeframe would be one level on the rubric (e.g. a student scoring 6 on the pre-assessment would be expected to score 7 on the post-assessment.  For those students who do not attain the utilization level, growth of one level on the rubric is still acceptable. Students may reach a 6 based on the developmentally appropriate level of tactical awareness and skills. This will provide accelerated students to possibly achieve an 8 in post evaluation.

	Rational for Growth Target(s)

	What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction? 

	The Utilization level represents a performer's ability to apply motor skills in combinations with other skills, a prerequisite for successful game performance.  This performance level is appropriate for grades 6-8 since successful game play is a developmentally appropriate goal for this grade band. Students with an IEP, will state any modifications needed to the rubric for pre testing and post testing. Modification of rubric will be based on the student’s IEP. Targeting a minimum of just one rubric level of growth (pretest: pre-control=39%, control=37%, utilization=22%)  is also appropriate given the limited amount of instructional time and the difficulty some students have in executing motor skill, particularly in game situations. After pretesting students will be placed in groups/teams to allow them to excel with skills with students of commom ablilities. Targets align with the end of the grade band and their growth will continue to be evaluated throughout their high school P.E. In the High School, the developemntally appropriateness will included consisitency in the utilization of skills with a combination of other skills and eventually a high level of ability that seems effortless in a variety of games and situations.  Students with an IEP, will state any modifications needed to the rubric for pre testing and post testing (example: use of modified equipment or no guarding of them to allow for skill control and see an open player moving into a passing lane).

As with all subject areas across the school and district, basic skills are critical to future student success. This is no less the case in Physical Education, where the ability to execute motor skills can be effective in laying the foundation for good  lifetime physical activity habits.
