Baseline and Trend Data

What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 
	The Physical Education Department does not have previous baseline measures.  A Pacer Test score sheet will be used at the beginning of the school year as a pre-assessment and the final assessment will take place toward the end of April so the data can be gathered by May 1st. Standard 4 from the Ohio Department of Education Physical Education Academic Content Standards focus on achieving and maintaining a health-enhancing level of physical fitness. 
A 2 point rubric scale will be used to assess the baseline data. The scale will consist of 2 levels: 

3 - Advanced

1 - Limited

Within each level there are specific criteria(s) that will need to be met to achieve the highest level. 

   



Student Population

Which students will be included in this SLO? Include course, grade level, and number of students.
	The SLO covers ALL of the Grade 4 students in Physical Education class.  The 4th grade students have Physical Education class two (2) times a week for 45 minutes each classtime for the entire academic school year. There are 113 boys and 94 girls in the 4th grade class totaling 207 students in Grade 4. There are 13 students on IEP's and 3 on 504 Plans.  There are __  students that receive Adapted Physical Education, __ students that receive Occupational Therapy and __ students that receive Physical  Therapy. 



Interval of Instruction

What is the duration of the course that the SLO will cover? Include beginning and end dates. 
	The duration will cover the academic year 2013-14. The students come to Physical Education two (2) times a week for 45 minutes each classtime. Instruction will occur at the beginning of each classtime. The pre-assessment will be given  early in the first quarter and the final assessment will be given before the end of April 2014.



Standards and Content

What content will the SLO target? To what related standards is the SLO aligned? 

	The SLO aligns with the Ohio Department of Education 2012 Physical Education Academic Content Standards. The SLO focuses on Standard 4 - Benchmark A - Indicators #1 & 2.  Standard 4 states that a student will be able to achieve and maintain a health-enhancing level of physical fitness. Benchmark A states that a student will be to meet or exceed criterion-referenced health-related physcial fitness standards. 

The Benchmark Indicators are:
1. Perform fitness activities using appropriate principles and practices. 

2. Meet criterion-referenced standards for the components of health-related fitness. 
The Ohio Health-Related Fitness Assessment is designed to meet three distinct purposes. First, the assessment provides students, teachers and parents/guardians with information regarding the student’s current fitness status. Fitness information can be used as the basis for designing and individualized fitness program for each student. Second, the assessment provides information for program evaluation. A teacher can determine the number of students who meet or exceed the Health Fitness Zone (HFZ), adjust the curriculum, if needed, and encourage improvement for students at the lower end of the HFZ. Third, the assessment provides information for statewide monitoring of fitness levels of Ohio students at grade bands 3-5.
The health-related fitness components to be assessed are aerobic/cardio-respiratory capacity, muscular strength and endurance upper body, muscular strength and endurance abdominals, and flexibility. These health-related fitness components are identified as the required components to assess student achievement of Standard 4 - Benchmark A Criterion-referenced fitness assessments compare student scores to a set standard of health-related fitness that indicates a level of fitness necessary for good health regardless of other students’ scores (NASPE, 2010). 





Assessment(s)

What assessment(s) will be used to measure student growth for this SLO? 
	The assessments for Standard 4 - Benchmark A - Indicators #1 & 2 are based on a 2 point rubric scale. 
Health-related Fitness Component: Aerobic/cardio-respiratory

With no starting baseline data, we are hoping that 85% of Grade 4 students are proficient by the end of the year assessment.  





Rationale for Growth Target(s)
What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction?

	The tiered rubric helps to ensure that all students will be able to demonstrate developmentally appropriate growth.  Students who scored lower on the pre-assessment  will be expected to demonstrate more growth in order to meet age-appropriate, developmental expectations. Through the pre-assessment , we are teaching and encouraging students to look at their baseline fitness level and work smarter and harder to reach the higher level.
