Baseline and Trend Data

What information is being used to inform the creation of the SLO and establish the amount of growth that should take place? 
	Each year students are assessed using the Ohio Standards for Physical Education.  This information is collected in second grade (the end of the first grade band) and reported to ODE.  Therefore, data is available on students who will be entering third grade, and will be used in the creation of the district SLO.   In addition to the second grade testing of all standards, all elementary physical education teachers in the district complete a kindergarten assessment of student locomotor and manipulative skills.    This assessment is completed in April-May to determine the instructional starting point for first grade.  Trend data suggests that students' strengths include their ability to run, slide, and gallop.  Their weaknesses include their ability to skip, hop, jump, and leap.   In first grade, students are again tested on their locomotor and manipulative skills.  In third grade students are assessed on manipulative skills (psychomotor) and on their ability to apply tactics in small-sided games (cognitive).  Trend data for this group of students shows the areas of strength are:  throwing, catching, kicking, and dribbling.  An area of weakness is striking with long-handled implements.   The ODE benchmarks and trend data will be applied to this SLO.   There are 600 students K-4 district-wide with approximately 200  at each elementary school.  Because these students receive physical education only one day a week for 30 minutes, with the same teacher seeing over 200 students a week, the district LEA has determined it is appropriate to assess approximately 1/2 of the student population  Therefore, only the students in first and third grade will be assessed for this SLO.  


Student Population

Which students will be included in this SLO? Include course, grade level, and number of students.
	There are approximately 60 students entering the first grade at each of the elementary schools.  The first grade student population is almost equally split male and female.  Approximately 20% of the students have been exposed to locomotor and manipulative skills through participation in community youth leagues.  All students have been exposed to these skills in kindergarten.   There are appoximately 70 students entering the third grade at each of the elementary schools.  The third grade population is 56% females and 44% males.  Approximately 15% of these students participate in community youth leagues.  Students have had some exposure to the development of manipulative skills, but little exposure to tactics/fitness principles.  Several times throughout the year, the cafeteria/gymnasium multi-purpose room is used for other activities and the physical education teacher is required to teach in the classroom.  This environment is not conducive to motor skill development.  That is cited as being a contextual factor that may impact student growth.  Number of physically engaging classes missed by this population will be documented.  There are no subgroups excluded from this SLO. 



Interval of Instruction

What is the duration of the course that the SLO will cover? Include beginning and end dates. 
	This SLO will cover the 2013-2014 academic year beginning August 28, 2013 and ending May 15, 2014.  The interval of instruction is weekly for 30 minutes.



Standards and Content

What content will the SLO target? To what related standards is the SLO aligned? 

	ODE Physical Education Content Standard 1-demonstrate locomotor skills in a variety of way, combine locomotor skills into movement patterns.  This content is aligned  to Standard 1 of the Ohio Standards for Physical Education.  Content--locomotor skills, manipulative skills, small-sided/modified games.  ODE Physical Education Content Standard 2-demonstrate and apply basic tactics and principles of movement (grade 3 only).



Assessment(s)

What assessment(s) will be used to measure student growth for this SLO? 
	ODE Benchmark Assessments will be used to measure student growth for this SLO.  In addition to ODE benchmarks, the  Generic Levels of Skill Proficiency will be used (Ratliffe, 1986).   These assessments are aligned with students' learning objectives and to the content-specific standards.  See attached rubric.   



Growth Target(s)

Considering all available data and content requirements, what growth target(s) can students be expected to reach? 

	Based on performance trends from last year and pretest information the following growth targets have been set.  By the end of first grade students will score at the control level on locomotor skills (level 2 of a possible 4 levels).  In addition, first grade students will score at the control level(level 2 of a possible 4 levels)  on the skills of throwing, catching, kicking, and dribbling.  By the end of third grade students will score at the proficient level  (level 3 of a possible 4 levels) on all manipulative skills.  In addition, third grade students will apply basis principles of movement during modified game play by scoring at least a level 2 of 4 levels on the attached game play rubric.  



Rationale for Growth Target(s)
What is your rationale for setting the above target(s) for student growth within the interval of instruction?

	Children between the ages of 5-8 have increasing physical strength, coordination and control that allows them to develop and refine locomotor and manipulative skills.  Children between the ages of 9-10 should have developed locomotor and manipulative skills to allow them to participate in small sided games.  Research on child development and Information collected in prior years indicates that these are reasonable growth targets for this student population. The expectation is that by the end of elementary school students will have the skills to be competent movers ready to enter the middle school physical education program.  This SLO is aligned with the Ohio Standards for Physical Education and will be implemented in First School District.  
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
